Clara Jeanette Armstrong (izq.): Estudié normalismo en Oswego, Nueva I
York, para luego ensefiar en la escuela normal de Winona. Viajé a la .
Argentina en 1877 para asentarse en Catamarca, donde fundé y dirigié la

escuela normal. En 1883 llevé a la Argentina un contingente de catorce maestras

que ella misma habia reclutado. Excelente pedagoga, en 1888 partié a San Nicolas
para ensefiar diferentes materias junto a su hermana Frances. Ese mismo afno viajo

en direccion a la Cordillera de los Andes para dirigir la escuela normal de San Juan,

y en 1893 se hizo cargo de la escuela de La Plata. De regreso en su pais, dirigié una

escuela estadounidense para jovenes cubanas en el estado de Nueva York.

Frances Armstrong Bresler (der.): Llegd ala Argentina en 1879 para ensefiar en Catamarca

junto con su hermana Clara. En 1884 fue designada directora de la escuela normal de

Cordoba, donde con veinticuatro afos tuvo que enfrentar la resistencia de la Iglesia y de

una comunidad de larga tradicion catdélica. En 1888 partio a San Nicolds para dirigir la

escuela normal. Permanecié como directora durante veintiséis anos. Se casé con John

Alfred Bresler, un dentista estadounidense.

E Clara Jeanette Armstrong (left): She studied to be a teacher in Oswego,
New York, and later taught at the Winona Normal School. In 1877 she
traveled to Argentina, and settled in Catamarca, where she established

and directed the normal school. In 1883 she recruited and took a group of fourteen

teachers to Argentina. She was an excellent pedagogue; in 1888 she went to San

Nicolas to teach different subjects together with her sister Frances. That same year

she traveled to the Cordillera de los Andes, where she ran the San Juan Normal

School, and in 1893 became the director of the school in La Plata. After returning to

the U.S. she ran a school for young Cuban women in New York State.

Frances Armstrong Bresler (right): She arrived in Argentina in 1879 to teach in Catamarca

together with her sister Clara. In 1884 she was appointed director of the Normal School

of Cdrdoba, where at the age of twenty-four, faced resistance from the Church and from

a community with a long-standing Catholic tradition. In 1888 she left for San Nicolas to

run the normal school, where she continued to be its director for twenty-six years. She

married John Alfred Bresler, a dentist from the U.S.
