hijo, contratada como maestra de escuela
primaria. El matrimonio fue destinado a Parana,
donde se establecio en 1871. Dedicada a su hijo
discapacitadoy a un bebérecién nacido, no llego
a ejercer la docencia. Murié de fiebre tifoidea
poco después de su llegada, y una semana
mas tarde también murié su hijo mayor. Ambos
fueron enterrados en las afueras del cementerio
de Parana, ya que las autoridades catolicas no
los aceptaron por su protestantismo.

8 — She arrived in Buenos Aires in the early
~— 1870s with her husband George Stearns
and their young son, hired as a primary school
teacher. The couple was assigned to Parana,
where they settled in 1871. Dedicated to her
disabled son and a newborn baby, she did not
get to teach. She died of typhoid fever shortly
after her arrival, and a week later her eldest son
also died. Both were buried outside the Parana
cemetery since the Catholic authorities did not
allow them to be buried there because they were
Protestant.
